This will be written in 1st person, so be sure to think about how that point of view will look and sound.  Each of your stories will be different since perspective is based on the person telling the story.  The characters from which you can choose are as follows: 
· Goldilocks and the Three Bears:  one of the three bears, or Goldilocks.
· The Ugly Duckling:  brother or sister duckling, woman, hen or cat of the cottage, peasant family, or the swan.
· Little Red Riding Hood:  grandmother, the wolf, the huntsman, or mother.  

Your story should be appropriate and will need approval from the teacher.

· Notebook paper (for your rough draft)

· Colored pencils, markers or crayons for your page illustrations

· Book that was made in class - 3 pages stapled

What you’ll do:

· Work on a rough draft of your story. This is done on notebook paper.
· Once you’ve got it written, be sure to show it to me for approval. We will check your story for grammar, punctuation, and spelling.
· You’ll decide how to organize your story on your pages. Suggestion: Look at the published version of your story and how it is separated.
· Write your story on the pages and then illustrate each page.
